On November 30th, CivicAction presented the inaugural Race to Reduce awards and 180 Queen Street  
earned a gold award in tenant participation, based on the percentage of tenant space registered! A big 
congratulations to all of our participating tenants!

What is Race to Reduce? 
A program of ‘Greening Greater Toronto’, Race to Reduce is a  team effort between Landlord and Tenant 
to effectively reduce total energy use in the building. Greening Greater Toronto is working towards 
becoming a region known for it’s environmental actions and innovation, setting us ahead of the curve and 
becoming an example of how an urban centre can be energy efficient and environmentally friendly. More 
than 200 participants from the corporate, government and not-for profit sector have joined this initiative.

The reduction goal is 10% of total use reduced over 4 years in the Toronto Region. Ending in 2014.

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Electricity Consumption

Electricity consumption is the most important measure for the en-
ergy use in a building. At 180 Queen St W we are closely monitoring 
our power consumption and are planning projects to become more 
efficient every year. 

The measure represents the total consumption minus tenant use. 
We are proud to report that we had a 3.92% reduction of electrical 
consumption in the third quarter, as demonstrated in the graph be-
low.
We look forward to future opportunities as we work with the tenants 
through the Race to Reduce program.

The most recent 180 Queen St W Waste Diversion Report indicates YTD diversion rate of 88.4%. Keep 
up the good work! Please make good use of the organics containers on your floors. The table below pro-
vides a breakdown of the waste and recycle categories. 

We also provide recycling for toner cartridges, old electronics, cellular phones and batteries. If you wish to 
participate in these programs and are not sure how, please contact us and we will be happy to assist.

PLEASE REMEMBER: Anything put into the waste is not sorted into recycling. Which 
means that if not careful, many recyclables could end up at a landfill where they will 
accumulate and remain, instead of being reused.
